                           New Policy on smoking: 


For some time now CIVA has had a very strict policy regarding smoking on school campus.  We have only allowed one violation with the second violation resulting in disenrollment from CIVA.  After thinking over the policy we want to make sure we continue to deter tobacco usage with our students, however we no longer want to automatically disenroll them on the second offense.  Instead we will have a more progressive series of consequences that will hopefully deter smoking while allowing us to continue working with the student.   We would like everyone to keep in mind that we are in a permanent facility now and we want to make sure we stay in good graces with the neighboring businesses.
