 World Affairs Challenge:   On March 3rd Mr. Johnson and Mr. Petersen will be taking two groups of CIVA students to the University of Denver to compete in the World Affairs Challenge.  The theme this year is focused on the global marketplace.  The students reviewed various aspects of global commerce and selected the following issues to concentrate on. 
 
Mr. Johnson’s group is addressing the concern of Sweatshops and their illegal activities. The students created a skit that brings to light the corporations that have continually abused the peoples of Asia, and Africa . In an effort to provide the consumer with such great products as Nike footwear/apparel, sports equipment, GAP clothes, along with others like Sara Lee, Sears, and Tommy Hilfiger-while having the workers employed in living conditions that are deplorable, ill-kept, no heating/air-conditioning, unsanitary water.  The students will propose possible solutions to this exploitation of labor and profit. 
 
Mr. Petersen’s Economics class has selected the issue of global prostitution to address for this event.  They will be performing multiple tableaus over the different situations that lead to prostitution, narrating the facts and possible solutions for this growing problem.  

  
We are very proud of our students that have decided to compete in the World Affairs Challenge.  It is a great sign of character when young people give up free time to learn and engage in dialogue regarding global issues.

National Honor Society: The National Honor Society is a well-recognized way that a school can honor those students who have demonstrated exemplary scholarship, citizenship and leadership during their high school years.
